ECONOMIC FACTORS AFFECTING THE UNIT OVER/UNDER-RECOVERIES FOR THE PERIOD
26 NOVEMBER 2010 TO 30 DECEMBER 2010

During the period under review, the average international product prices of Petrol, Diesel and llluminating Paraffin
increased.

The average Rand/US Dollar exchange rate strengthened when compared to the previous period. The average
Rand/US Dollar exchange rate for the period 26 November 2010 to 30 December 2010 was 6.9010 compared to 6.9767
during the previous period.

WHOLESALE MARGIN AND SERVICE DIFFERENTIAL INCREASES

The Minister of Energy approved an increase of 5.9 % in the Wholesale Margin and 0.6 ¢/l in the Service Differential
applicable in the price structures of petrol, diesel and illuminating paraffin.

SINGLE MAXIMUM NATIONAL RETAIL PRICE FOR ILLUMINATING PARAFFIN (SMNRP)

The Single Maximum National Retail Price for llluminating Paraffin changes on a monthly basis and is promulgated in
the Government Gazette. The Single Maximum National Retail Price for the period 05 January 2011 to 01 February
2011 will be 745.0c/l compared to 716.0 c/l for the period 01 December 2010 to 04 January 2010 that is an increase of
29.00 c/l.

MAXIMUM LPGAS REFINERY GATE PRICE

The maximum refinery gate price will be R 5 892.91 per metric ton (327.05 c/l), excluding VAT, for the period 05 January
2011 to 01 February 2011.

PRICE ADJUSTMENT

In terms of the agreed mechanism:

Price changes are adjusted in such a manner that the over-or under-recovery during the prior month will be corrected in

the following month; and

The unit over- or under-recoveries are rounded up or down to the nearest full cent so that the effect of rounding

contributes to the clearing of the cumulative balance of the individual products on the slate.

In order to manage a negative balance in the Cumulative over/(under) recovery account (the Slate), a Self-Adjusting
Slate Levy Mechanism (SLM) was implemented with effect from 7 January 2009 (the SLM is available on the website of
the Department of Minerals and Energy). A Slate levy will only be applicable on all petrol and diesel grades if the Slate
balance is negative (cumulative under recovery) by more than R250.0 million
