The Small Projects Independent Power Producers Programme is for small

projects (LMW — 5MW). The intention of this programme is to assist small
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developers in gaining experience in project development as well as in raising the

necessary funding for projects of this nature.

The RE-energising Africa Art Competition was launched by the Department of
Energy to continue to promote renewable energy not just to schools but, to the
community as a whole.
